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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:

· Based on reviewing the modalities of community-based sustainable management of wetlands internationally and in Vietnam, in combination with policy review of national wetlands management, the thesis has highlighted the analysis of theoretical basis for community-based sustainable management of wetlands so as to withdraw lessons learned for Vietnam, particularly for Ramsar Ba Be site.

· Thesis has applied community-based management approach for analysis and assessment of reality of wetlands management in Ramsar Ba Be site. 

· Thesis has recommended 6 measure for community-based sustainable management of wetlands in Ba Be lake area so as to mitigate constrains and overcome difficulties based on 5 principles of community-based management approach, which have been stipulated by Ramsar convention. In addition, as one of six measure for community-based sustainable management of wetlands, community-based tourism becomes the most feasible measure for sustainable management of wetlands in Ramsar Ba Be site.

12. Practical applicability:

· The thesis findings will support local authorities at all levels, especially district and community level in the study area to understand more clearly the scientific and practical basis of community-based conservation management so as to apply measures for community-based sustainable management of wetlands including the community-based tourism development in Ba Be lake area.

13. Further research directions:

· Testing of trial so as to replicate the modality of community-based tourism development so that the participation of involved community and stakeholders should be enhanced, equal distribution of their benefits, those are directly and indirectly engaging in wetlands ecosystems conservation as well as socio-economic development in general, in the community-based tourism development particularly.

· Within the scope of thesis, there were no opportunities to carry out the trial and assessment of the modality of community-based tourism development in aiming at community-based sustainable management of wetlands in Ba Be lake area meanwhile monitoring and efficiency evaluation of the modality of community-based tourism should be carried out. All these gaps are opportunities to carry out following studies in the forthcoming.
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
